
Beats  1, 14, 8 & 16: 
Take the A66 East from Penrith and turn off for Temple Sowerby (the old route of the A66): 
Beats 1 & 14: Take the left turn signposted Culgaith, and shortly after the right turn to Acorn Bank. Park in the 
layby on the left. 
Beat 8: Two sections so two parking spots: the first (downstream) is anywhere in the village. For the second 
(upstream), follow the road through and out of the village, and take the turning on the right for Morland.  
Follow this road down and under the new A66, and around a left hand bend. Go straight on at the T junction 
and look for the parking sign on your right. 
Beat 16: Follow directions to the second Beat 8 parking spot, but follow the road round to the right at the T junc-
tion and park on the right either before or after the bridge. 

Beat 17: 
Follow the A6 north from Penrith and take the 
left turn on the bend opposite Milestone 
House, then the second left - through the red 
gate. Follow the walled track down for approx 
200m and over a railway bridge. Cross the 
river and park on the side of the track on the 
right, in close to the fence (please don’t block 
access!). 

Beat 27:  
Follow the A6 south from  
Penrith through Shap and take 
the turn off on the right for the 
reservoir.  
Follow the signs, take the left 
turn and park in the carpark at 
the top of the hill. 
 
Note: Beat open July, August 

& September.  
Strictly no dogs. 
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1: 2 tokens. Brown trout - 400m 
Right Bank 

Fish upstream from the road 
bridge to the beat end sign. 

14: 2 tokens. Brown trout - 
400m Left Bank and 500m 

Both Banks. 
Fish the left bank upstream 
from the road bridge and the 
right bank upstream from the 
end of beat one (opposite 
Acorn Bank’s outer wall). The 
end of the beat is signed on 
wooden stock fencing. 

1: Lower Crowdundle 
14: Acorn Bank 

Beat 8: 1 token. Brown 
trout& Grayling - 1 x 100m 
and 1 x 200m Right Bank 

8a: Downstream section: 
Follow the footpath from 
opposite the King’s Arms, 
across the A66 and down to 
the river: the fishing is to 
your right. 
8b: Upstream section: From 
the parking spot, head 
through the field with the 
hut, down to the river - use 
the stile to access the bank. 
Look for the beat start sign 
on the fence on your right 
and fish upstream to the 
next field boundary. 

16: 4 tokens.  
Brown trout & Grayling - 

800m Right Bank 
Fish up and downstream 

from the bridge to the Beat 
End signs. 

17: 2 tokens. 
Brown trout - 

800m both 
banks 

Access in ei-
ther direction 
is straight over 
the fence.  
Upstream, the 
beat runs to 
the M6, and 
downstream to 
the    B-road 
bridge. 

8a: Temple  
Sowerby  

downstream 

8b: Temple  
Sowerby  
upstream 

Beat 27: 3 tokens. Brown trout. 
 

No wading & strictly no dogs 
Open: July, August & September 

 
Fishing exclusively on the right bank 
of the reservoir (the side the car park is 
on). 
Go through the small gate in the fence 
by the reservoir and fish up to the beat 
end near its head.
